Diverse in content, style and medium, RAW Material encourages artists to bring new and mid-process work to 
a live audience, and to experiment with new ways of crafting their work.  Past participants have included 
nugent + matteson, alexx makes dance, Isabel Lewis/ The Labor Union, Alethea Adsitt and Company, Richard 
Rivera, Jenny Rocha, Regina Nejman, and Anna Sperber to name a few. 
 
DNA provides full marketing and production support, subsidized rehearsal space and a stipend for artists to 
present up to 12 minutes of work in DNA’s new state of the art theater.  Participants are selected through a 
competitive review process by a panel of peers.  
 
Please try to contain your responses within the space provided; additional pages may be attached as 
necessary.  Once completed, please submit 5 copies of this application along with: 

1) One copy of your artistic resume or CV. 
2) One copy of a VHS or DVD sample of your work: 

a. Please submit two full works, and when possible incorporate material from the project you are 
proposing.  Please do not submit excerpts only or montages. 

b. Remembering that this may be the panel’s first exposure to your work, and that they are being 
asked to judge your capacity to experiment with your craft, consider very carefully selecting 
pieces that represent your stylistic breadth and technical integrity.  For example, if you are 
proposing a solo work, it may be helpful for the panel to view previous solo works which you 
have created (and vice versa). 

c. For DVD Submissions:  please DO NOT use adhesive labels on the CD, as they tend to get 
stuck in our machine.  DVD’s labeled in permanent marker are sufficient. 

d. Make sure to test your media before submitting.  If the panel is unable to view your work, you 
will automatically be disqualified, no exceptions. 

3) A SASE to return your materials.  Arrangements can also be made to pick up materials from DNA:  
Materials not picked up within one month of notification WILL BE DISCARDED.
