International Student Visa Program Guidelines  
 
 
GETTING A STUDENT VISA 

DNA is approved by the U.S. government to issue I-20 Certificates of Eligibility to qualifying non-
immigrant students for M-1 (Student) Visa Status. The I-20 form verifies that a student has been 
accepted into a qualifying study program. This form must be taken, along with all other required 
documents, to the American embassy in the studentÕs home country to apply for the M-1 Visa. 
An M-1 Visa is a Student Visa that is granted to vocational schools. M-1 Visas are usually 
issued for one year at a time. Students may apply for extensions of the I-20 form, for up to three 
total years of study. 
 
After the required application materials are received and evaluated by DNA, student will be 
notified in writing of acceptance. Once accepted, a tuition deposit for the first month of study 
must be paid. DNA will then issue the I-20 form. 
 
It is possible to apply for a Transfer from another M-1 school, or a Change of Status from an F-1 
or B-1 visa. Please speak to Carolyn Cryer for more information. Please allow at least 60 days 
to apply for a Change of Status. 
 
For general information about visas, and for links to U.S. embassies around the world, go to 
travel.state.gov/visa/visa_1750.html. Make sure to check with your embassy for processing 
times and for any additional required documents or fees. 

 
In order to obtain a visa, you must pay the I-901 fee to the Student & Exchange Visitor 
Information System before your appointment at your local U.S. embassy. For information on 
how to pay this fee, go to http://www.ice.gov/sevis/i901/index.htm 
 
 
PROGRAM DURATION/SEMESTERS 
Students are required to study for a minimum of 6 months. Students may apply for an initial 6 
month or 12 month period of study, and may apply for extensions of the I-20 form, for up to 
three total years of study. 
 
Semesters begin on the 1st of every month. Please indicate your preferred start date on your 
application form.  
 
*Please arrive in New York approximately one week before your program start date. An 

orientation for all new international students will take place within the week before your 

program begins. You will be notified by email of the exact date and time of your 
orientation.  

 

 
 



  
 

 

TUITION 
A non-refundable deposit of $540 (first monthÕs tuition) must be paid upon acceptance. I-20 
forms will be issued when the deposit has been paid. The remainder of tuition will be payable 
upon studentsÕ arrival.  
 
Prices for programs beginning January 2, 2008 
6 months with no vacation: $3240.00 
6 months with 1 week vacation $3114.00 
6 months with 2 weeks vacation $2988.00 

 
Note: The tuition fee covers the cost of the traditional program of 35 classes per month only. If you choose to 
participate in additional classes or workshops, there will be additional fees. 
 
Payment may be made by credit card, U.S. travelerÕs checks or money orders, or direct deposit 
to DNAÕs bank account. Please note that payment by direct deposit requires an additional $25 
transaction fee payable to DNA, and can take up to one week to process. Please contact 
Carolyn Cryer at ccryer@dnadance.org for further details. 
 
 

REFUND POLICY 
• The $150 application fee and the $540 deposit are non-refundable.  
• Requests for refunds of the tuition balance must be submitted in writing, before the first 

day of the program. The original I-20 form must be returned to DNA before refund will be 
processed. 

• No refunds will be given after the first day of the program. 
 

 
HEALTH INSURANCE REQUIREMENT  
All students enrolled in the International Student Visa Program will be required to carry an 
international health insurance policy. International students may purchase CareMed 
International Travel Insurance through DNA, or may provide a copy of a policy of their own 
choosing. To learn more about CareMed, go to www.caremed-assistance.com. To enroll, send 
a completed CareMed application to DNA upon acceptance. 
 
 

APPLICATION DEADLINES 

Please send your application to DNA at least 2 months before you would like to begin your 
program. Applications received less than 2 months in advance may require additional fees for 
express processing.

Prospective international students must show proof of financial support for the term of 
study. Students must prove to the US government that they have enough funds to cover 
tuition and living expenses. The total support that must be shown is $10,440.00 for 6 
months of study and $20,880.00 for one year of study.Since the holder of an M-1 Visa is 
not permitted to work in the United States, we are required to have evidence that the 
student has sufficient funds to cover the cost of the proposed stay. Acceptable 
documents include personal bank statement(s) or a letter of support and bank 
statement(s) from a family member or sponsor. You may also submit a letter of support 
from a scholarship or loan fund. *All financial documents must be written or
